Drug Investigation Leads to Guilty Plea by Former Estherville Resident

Estherville – The Estherville Police Department, along with the Iowa Great Lakes Drug Task Force and The Iowa Division of Narcotics Enforcement completed a lengthy investigation into the distribution and conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine by a former Estherville resident. 

On Monday, November 29th 2010, 28 year old Beau Berge of Carroll, Iowa plead guilty to a federal charge of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine. At the hearing, Berge admitted that he conspired to distribute more than 500 grams of Meth from 2008 through February of this year in Estherville, and Emmet and Kossuth counties. 

Berge’s sentencing will be scheduled pending completion of a pre-sentence report. Berge faces a mandatory minimum sentence of 10 years in federal prison and a possible maximum sentence of life imprisonment, a fine of up to $4 Million Dollars, a special assessment of $100 and five years up to life of supervised release following imprisonment. 
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The Estherville Police Department, the Iowa Division of Narcotics Enforcement, the Iowa Great Lakes Drug Task Force, the Clay County Sheriff’s Department, and the Kossuth County Sheriff’s Department all played an active role in this multi-agency, multi-jurisdictional investigation.

The Estherville Police Department remains vigilant in protecting the citizens of Estherville by actively pursuing drug dealers and users. Estherville and Emmet County, IOWA --- With the holidays upon us and millions of Americans hitting the roads, the Iowa Department of Public Safety wants everyone to arrive safely at their destinations. Drivers and passengers need to be sure and buckle up this Thanksgiving holiday. November 23-29, 2010, law enforcement officials from over 400 Iowa agencies, including the Estherville Police Department and the Emmet Count Sheriff’s Department, will be patrolling city streets, rural roadways and interstates urging motorists to buckle up and obey all traffic laws, as part of Iowa’s special Traffic Enforcement Program (sTEP).

The Iowa Department of Transportation reported 318 fatalities on Iowa roadways as of November 2, 2010. During the 2009 Thanksgiving holiday weekend ten persons perished on Iowa roadways and eight persons perished during the 2008 Thanksgiving holiday weekend. In November 2009, Iowa had 35 fatalities with a total of 371 fatalities for calendar year 2009. Law enforcement agencies across Iowa will be out in force sending a strong message “Click It or Ticket, Day and Night” aimed at increasing safety belt usage and saving lives.

While Iowa’s safety belt use rate remains at 93%, placing the state in the top ten in the country, 7% of Iowans still fail to buckle up when they get in a motor vehicle. This translates into more than 180,000 drivers and 70,000 front seat passengers traveling everyday on our roadways placing themselves and others in their vehicles at risk. “Our biggest highway traffic safety challenge is convincing all motorists to buckle up Day and Night!” notes Randy Hunefeld, sTEP Coordinator for the Governor’s Traffic Safety Bureau. Hunefeld adds that “by buckling up you have increased your odds by 50% of surviving a crash and reducing the extent of injuries.” 

During the last sTEP wave that ran August 24 – September 6, 2010, 215 reporting law enforcement agencies encountered 684 impaired drivers, 2,855 seat belt violators, 13,795 speeders and other violations for a total of 35,447 traffic violations. Officers made 135 felony and 289 narcotics arrests with 314 arrest warrants served. During the same period, 2,135 motorists were assisted and 1,146 crashes were investigated.

These contributing enforcement efforts have no doubt had an effect on saving lives and preventing serious injury crashes. The next sTEP wave is scheduled for March 17–20, 2011 in conjunction with the week encompassing the Saint Patrick’s Day Weekend. ESTHERVILLE MAN ARRESTED ON DOMESTIC ABUSE RELATED CHARGES

On October 31st, 2010, the Estherville Police Department was called to investigate a domestic abuse situation that occurred at 601 North 6th Street in Estherville. During the investigation, it was determined that 34 year old, Darrilyn Levon McPherson had assaulted his live-in girlfriend, the victim was transported to Avera Holy Family Health for treatment of her injuries and was later released. 
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McPherson was charged with Domestic Abuse Assault 3rd Offense, a class "D" felony; Willful Injury, a class "C" Felony; and False Imprisonment a Serious Misdemeanor. Darrilyn is innocent until proven guilty. McPherson was seen for an initial appearance before a magistrate and remains in the Emmet County Jail on a bond of $24,700 cash or surety.

TWO ESTHERVILLE MEN CHARGED IN ASSAULT

On October 17th at approximately 3:00 AM officers of the Estherville Police Department were dispatched to Avera Holy Family for a male individual with a knife wound. Officers did speak with Jason Rodney Benson at the hospital. Benson advised officers that he had gotten into an altercation with Paul Allen Kuerbitz.
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Following an investigation by the Estherville Police Department it was determined that earlier in the morning on the 17th of October, Benson and Kuerbitz were attending a house party in Estherville. During the course of the evening, Benson and Kuerbitz got into a physical altercation. While the two were fighting, Kuerbitz did draw a knife and cut Benson. Benson also struck Kuerbitz in the head with a closed fist while holding him down. 

Paul Kuerbitz age 21 was charged with one count of willful injury. Willful injury is a class C felony. Paul Kuerbitz did appear in Emmet County Magistrate Court on October 18th and was held on a $7,500 cash or surety bond. Jason Benson age 29 was charged with one count of serious assault. Serious assault is a serious misdemeanor. Jason Benson was cited and released.

ESTHERVILLE POLICE INVOLVED IN VEHICLE PURSUIT


The Estherville Police Department was involved in a vehicle pursuit on Thursday September 2, at approximately 1:15 am that resulted in several charges against a northern Iowa man. An Estherville police officer observed a vehicle traveling above the posted speed limit. The officer attempted to stop the vehicle and at that time the driver refused. Officers were able to block the path of the driver in a parking lot.

Jeffery Lee Gross, 51 of Leland Iowa was arrested by officers without incident. Following an investigation by the Estherville Police Department and the Bremer County Iowa Sheriff’s Office, it was determined that the vehicle had been stolen from Readlyn, Iowa earlier in the week.
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Jeffery Gross was charged with eluding, operation without owner’s consent, driving while barred and excessive speed. Operation without owner’s consent and driving while barred are aggravated misdemeanors, eluding is a serious misdemeanor and excessive speed is a simple misdemeanor. Gross was placed in the Emmet County jail and remains with a bond of $14,950 cash/surety.

On August 16, 2010 at approximately 11:15 PM officers of the Estherville Police Department were conducting K-9 training at the police department firing range located south of Estherville. While conducting the training, officers discovered a purse belonging to Andrea Morrow Garrison-Lange in the parking lot. Following an investigation, officers determined that Andrea had left her purse at the range while target shooting earlier in the day with a Howard Reed Wright.

Andrea Morrow Garrison-Lange age 41 of Estherville was cited into court for one count of criminal trespass.

Criminal trespass is a simple misdemeanor and possession of firearm as a convicted felon is a class D felony. Emmet County Chief Deputy Sheriff Kevin Olson and Estherville Police Captain Brent Shatto announced today that both departments will be stepping up traffic enforcement efforts during the 5th and final wave of the 2010 STEP (special traffic enforcement project) on August 24th–September 6th. This will be in conjunction with the national Drunk Driving “Over the Limit - Under Arrest” Campaign and Labor Day weekend. The focus of this wave is to remove impaired drivers from the road while enforcing Iowa’s traffic laws.

During the August wave, 237 law enforcement agencies and 1,771 officers logged 990 OWI contacts; 3,469 seat belt violations; 14,718 speed violations and 1,481 contacts with unlicensed or suspended drivers. Officers assisted 1,983 motorists, investigated 1,069 traffic accidents, made 111 felony arrests, 292 narcotics arrests and served 383 arrest warrants for a total of 37,889 traffic contacts.

The 189 traffic fatalities so far this year is 35 less than last year.

On Saturday, July 10, 2010, Officers of the Estherville Police Department investigating illegal drug activity, obtained a search warrant for an Estherville residence . 

At 0138 hours on that same date, the warrant was executed at 4 North 7th Street, Gardston Apartments #210. At the completion of the search, a total of more than 14 ounces of marijuana, $2,500 cash, and drug paraphernalia was seized as evidence. Officers arrested Tyrell Douglas Howard, age 23 of Estherville at the scene of the search. Howard was charged with one count of Possession of a controlled substance, marijuana, with intent to deliver, and one count of Tax Stamp Violations, both Class "D" felonies. Howard was additionally charged with possession of drug paraphernalia, a simple misdemeanor.
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After appearing in magistrates court on his initial appearance, Howard was returned to the Emmet County Jail pending the posting of $15,000 cash or surety bond.

Don’t Get “Popped” for Drunk Driving This July 4th

In conjunction with the Fourth of July holiday period, Iowa law enforcement agencies are announcing they will again be out in full force starting July 2nd through the 5th, cracking down on impaired drivers and other traffic violators to prevent crashes and save lives.

With hopes of warmer weather and an extended weekend, law enforcement will gear up for the 4th of July weekend. In addition to speed and seat belt violators, they will target drunk drivers. “Driving while drunk isn’t worth the tremendous risk,” said Larry Sauer, Bureau Chief at the Iowa Governor’s Traffic Safety Bureau. “No matter your age, if you’ve had too much holiday spirit, you’d better find a safe and sober ride home or your chances of arrest are high.”

Sauer cited recent statistics to underscore the importance of the crackdown. “According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration during the 2008 July 4th holiday period (6:00 p.m. Thursday July 3rd to 5:59 a.m. Monday July 7th) our nation recorded a total of 491 traffic-related deaths.”

Although Iowa had only 2 traffic fatalities in 2009, our 10-year average for this holiday period is 5. “Too many people still fail to understand that not buckling up, not driving the speed limit and driving impaired leads to loss of lives. It’s vitally important that we bring this tragic situation to an end,” said Sauer. “The cost of not obeying these and other traffic laws could be your life or the life of a loved one.”

During the 2009 July sTEP wave (special Traffic Enforcement Program), 237 agencies had contact with 472 alcohol/drug impaired drivers, 1,465 seat belt violators and 6,435 speed violators. In all, more than 16,200 traffic violations were recorded. Beyond these violations, officers assisted 844 motorists, investigated 344 traffic crashes and apprehended 143 wanted persons.

2010 CLICK IT OR TICKET CAMPAIGN
“BUCKLING DOWN ON THOSE WHO DON’T BUCKLE UP”

The Estherville Police Department and the Emmet County Sheriff’s Department will join other agencies across the country to participate in the National “Click It or Ticket” campaign. Officers will be out in force beginning May 24th and through June 4th enforcing traffic laws and making sure you are buckled up and driving sober. During Memorial Day weekend last year 12 fatalities occurred on Iowa roadways.

Randy Hunefeld, sTEP Coordinator with the Governor’s Traffic Safety Bureau advises that, “Iowa’s law enforcement community is serious about saving lives.” Iowa currently has a 93% statewide seat belt daytime average which ranks in the top 10 in the nation, however our night-time seat belt average is only 39%. This year we are asking our law enforcement partners to continue their efforts in daytime enforcement but to take the fight to the night. Fifty percent of our fatalities occur in the daytime with 88% of the motoring public, while the other 50% occurs during the nighttime hours with only 12% of the motoring public.

During 2009, Iowa had 372 fatalities, in which 172 occurred between 6:00 p.m. and 5:59 a..m. Added enforcement efforts around the State like nighttime seat belt projects, safety checkpoints and added patrols appears to have been effective. Iowa law enforcement is committed to saving lives and they will enforce our seat belt law to do it.

Last year during the “Click it or Ticket” campaign, there were 245 agencies and 1,823 officers that participated recording 43,906 traffic violations ranging from operating while intoxicated to minor equipment violations and everything in between. Officers investigated 1,492 crashes and reported 2,064 motorist assists.

“Local motorists should be prepared for stepped up Click It or Ticket activities that will take place around the clock. If law enforcement finds you on the road unbuckled anytime or anywhere, you could receive a $93.75 ticket. If you buckle up, you’ll save the cost of a ticket and may even save a life.

ESTHERVILLE POLICE INVESTIGATE FELONY ASSAULT

Estherville, IA – On Saturday, May 15, 2010, at 2 a.m., the Estherville Police Department was dispatched to a medical call in the 500 Block of 1st Avenue South in the municipal parking lot. Upon the officers’ arrival, it was determined that an assault had taken place and that two victims were in need of medical attention. Both subjects were transported by Estherville Ambulance Service to Avera Holy Family Hospital for treatment of head injuries. 

During the investigation of the assault, officers spoke with several witnesses on scene and were able to identify a suspect in the assault.
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The suspect David A. Bennington, age 30, was placed under arrest later on May 15th for 1 – Count of Willful Injury, a Class D Felony and 1 – Count of Serious Assault, a Serious Misdemeanor, and placed in the Emmet County Jail. Bennington was seen by an Associate District Court Judge and held on a bond of $6,350 dollars with 10 percent cash and 90 percent signature bond. As of May 17, 2010, Bennington remainedin the Emmet County Jail on bond.

ESTHERVILLE POLICE CONCLUDE DRUG INVESTIGATION
On Monday, April 12th, the Estherville Police Department concluded an investigation into the illegal use and possession of drugs. The investigation began on March 25th, 2010 with the execution of a search warrant at a residence in the 1300 Block of 3rd Avenue North in Estherville. Officers located numerous items of drug paraphernalia and a quantity of marijuana within the residence. During the search, it was also determined that there was a small child living in the house with the suspects.
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On Monday, April 12th, officers arrested Sean Anthony Ingvall age 19 of Estherville on an arrest warrant for Neglect of a Dependent Person. Ingvall had previously been charged in the incident with Possession of Marijuana and Possession of Drug Paraphernalia. Erica Lee Book age 19 also of Estherville was arrested on warrants for Neglect of a Dependent Person, Possession of Marijuana, and Possession of Drug Paraphernalia. Invall remains in the Emmet County Jail with a bond of $13,000 cash or surety. Erika Lee Book also remains in the Emmet County Jail on a bond of $14950 cash or surety.

Neglect of a Dependent Person is a Class C Felony punishable by a prison sentence not to exceed 10 years and a fine of at least $675 dollars but not to exceed $6,750 dollars. Possession of Marijuana is a Serious Misdemeanor and Possession of Drug Paraphernalia is a Simple Misdemeanor.

The Estherville Police Department was assisted at the scene by K-9 Max and later assisted by the Iowa Department of Human Services.

Two Iowa Lakes players arrested on drug charges

Two Iowa Lakes Community College Men's Basketball players were arrested on drug charges following an investigation by the Estherville Police Department March 30 and 31.

Estherville Police Chief Eric Milburn said Darryl Davis, Jr., 20, of 300 South 18th Street in Estherville, was arrested after a search on Tuesday turned up 7 ounces of marijuana wrapped in 63 individual packages. Davis was charged with possession of a controlled substance with intent to deliver, failure to possess a drug tax stamp and possession of drug paraphernalia.

In the early morning hours of Wednesday, March 31, a second search was conducted of a vehicle that led to the seizure of 3 1/2 ounces of marijuana. Police arrested Armon Boston, 19, of Milwaukee, Wis. and charged him with possession of a controlled substance with intent to deliver and failure to possess a drug tax stamp.

Both men appeared before the Emmet County Magistrate and were held in lieu of a cash bond of $19,500.

Possession of a controlled substance with intent do deliver marijuana and failure to possess the drug tax stamps are Class D felonies. Possession of drug paraphernalia is a simple misdemeanor.

ESTHERVILLE POLICE AND EMMET COUNTY SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT JOIN FORCES TO BRING WANTED FUGITIVE TO FACE CHARGES

Estherville, IA – The Estherville Police Department has concluded an investigation into several vehicle burglaries and an intentionally set fire that were reported in the months of March through May of 2009.

During those months, the police department was called to investigate numerous vehicle break ins as well as a fire that occurred in the alley directly behind Racine’s Clothing Store that was determined to be intentionally started. On May 5th 2009, the police department filed charges on two suspects in the crimes. 

Michael Mireles age 19 of Estherville was arrested on May 4th 2009 and charged with 4 Counts of Burglary to a Motor Vehicle and 1 Count of Identity Theft as a result of the investigation. Mireles was placed in the Emmet County Jail and was later released pending trial.

The police department also filed charges on Manuel Cantu age 21 of Estherville for his participation in the crimes. Arrest warrants were issued for Cantu’s arrest for 10 Counts of Burglary of a Motor Vehicle, 1 Count of Identity Theft, and 1 Count of 2nd Degree Arson the total bond placed on the arrest warrants is $84,500. 

Cantu absconded from Estherville in 2009 and was recently arrested by the New Orleans, La. Police Department. Cantu waived extradition to Iowa and was transported to the Emmet County Jail by the Emmet County Sheriff’s Deputies from New Orleans. Cantu remains in the Emmet County Jail with a bond of $84,500.

All charges of Burglary of a Motor Vehicle and the Identity Theft Charges are Aggravated Misdemeanors punishable by imprisonment not to exceed 2 years and a fine of at least $625 but not to exceed $6,250 on each count. 2nd Degree Arson is a Class C Felony punishable by a prison sentence not to exceed 10 years and a fine of at least $1,000 but not more that $10,000.

All suspects are presumed innocent until proven guilty in a court of law. 

Captain Brent Shatto would like to commend the officers for their time and effort put forth investigating these crimes. “I would also like to thank Emmet County Sheriff Mike Martens and his officers for their work in bringing Cantu to Emmet County to face his charges.”

ESTHERVILLE POLICE DEPARTMENT TO HOST CITIZENS ACADEMY

The Estherville Police Department will host another Citizens Academy April 1st 2010, through May 20th 2010. The class will meet once a week on Thursday evenings from 6:30P.M. to 9:30P.M. Students of the academy will be instructed on several aspects of law enforcement including: investigations, SWAT, operating while intoxicated, patrol operations, and firearms just to name a few.
